Liberty (KJ) Boulder Bar Installation Procedure

Note A:  2002-2004 KJ Remove the plastic trim covering the pinch weld (if equipped) by pulling downward. Pliers may be req’d to remove clips. (trim & clips will not be reused)

Note B: 2005-2006 KJ Remove the square plastic spacer clips holding the lower body trim to the lower rocker panel near the pinch weld. Using screws provided, push up trim to body and add screws to hold in place. Now your bars will install just like previous years. DO NOT remove the top of the plastic side trim. These clips will break and can’t be reused. Please call with any questions. 909-370-4800

Tools Required:

· Drill Motor

· Center Punch

· 9/32” Drill Bit

· “F”  (.257”) Drill Bit

· 3/8” Ratchet and Extension

· ½” Socket (3/8” Drive)

· 7/16” Socket (3/8” Drive)

· 7/16” Open End Wrench

· “C” Clamps (optional)

1. Place hole location template (7 hole steel band) on the face of the lower rocker panel lip with the front hole of the template being held in place with the rear lower screw of the front fender .  Clamp in place; mark and accurately center punch the 6 holes showing.

2. Remove the template & drill all (7) holes located in Step (1), using the 9/32” bit (pilot drill the (6) with a 1/8” bit is preferable for accuracy and limiting drill walk).

3. Repeat Steps (1&2) on the other side of the vehicle.

4. Position the appropriate Boulder Bar on each side of the vehicle, and hold in position using the ¼” bolts.  (Don’t tighten yet, and make sure all holes align.)

5. Position the legs appropriately on the frame,  clamp & and center punch the unibody frame section through each of the holes in each mounting plate. (11 per side)                                                                                        “F” drill a .257” hole in each marked location.

6.  Install the (10 per side) 5/16-18 x 3/4 thread rolling machine screws.  Caution:  Don’t over tighten.  These screws form their own threads and are a zero clearance fit, eliminating the need for lockwashers and providing high strength, yet they can strip the limited wall thickness if over-tightened. Alose a coat of anti-sieze or grease will ease in installation.
7.  Repeat steps (4,5,6) on both sides, then tighten all ¼”   hardware.
